Some highlights of the
report include:

The current freshman
class at CASNR is the
strongest freshman class to date.  Students have an
average ACT of 25.7 and a core GPA of 3.62.

382,677 4-H’ers and 17,234 were involved in the
Tennessee 4-H program during 2004. Service time
devoted to Tennessee 4-H by youth and adult
volunteers is valued at $10 million.

Across the various sections of the Veterinary
Teaching Hospital, the caseload increased from 10 to
22 percent over 2004 numbers.

UTIA research scientist Dr. Vance Pantalone is
leading a nationwide effort to develop a healthier
soybean.  This research has important implications for
improving soybean protein for human and livestock
nutrition.   

Dr. Steve Oliver’s research on disease factors
causing mastitis in dairy cattle continues to bring
national and world recognition to UTIA.

The UTIA magazine, Tennessee Land, Life and
Science, has been recognized for publication
excellence.  The magazine won the APEX 2005 Award
for Excellence in the category of printed four-color
magazines and journals. 
 
UT Extension was recognized by Tennessee Farmers
Cooperative when they celebrated their 60th
anniversary by hosting a “Co-op Heritage Day” event
on September 27. UT Extension was presented a
plaque in appreciation for their help in organizing
Tennessee Farmers Cooperative and their continuing
support of the Co-op system in Tennessee.

Some 108 4-H volunteers and Extension personnel
participated in the Southern Region Leader Forum at
the Rock Eagle 4-H Center in Georgia October 6-9.
Tennessee hosted the workshops at the conference this
year and in 2006 will host the entire forum. Over 130
workshops were offered.  The primary purpose of
Southern Region Leader Forum is to educate and
prepare participants to share what they learn back in
their home counties. The participants benefit from

experiential learning activities which require them to
discuss, use and apply what they learn. Patrick
Hamilton, Extension Specialist, 4-H Youth
Development, was responsible for planning and
coordinating the successful effort for Tennessee.

Tennessee Farmers Cooperative recently donated a
livestock weighing system to the Department of
Animal Science.  The weighing system will be used in
the livestock facilities in Brehm Animal Science
Building to enhance hands-on livestock management
instruction for students.

A national Web-based information and education
network is being developed to provide the public with
round-the-clock access to objective, science-based
information from land grant universities and partners.
eXtension, pronounced e-Extension, will enhance the
community-based Cooperative Extension System and
will be accessible via any Internet-ready device,
including computers, cell phones and PDA devices.
The Cooperative Extension Services of the U.S., states
and territories, along with other components of
Land-Grant
Universities and the Cooperative State Cooperative
State Research, Education, and Extension Service of
the USDA, are working together to build the network.

The USDA Agricultural Research Service and the
University of Tennessee Agricultural Experiment
Station  have announced the release of an important
new soybean germplasm. The new genetic material,
announced Sept. 29 at the West Tennessee Research
and Education Center, has the potential to increase
farmers’ income by millions nationwide, but should be
especially benefi cial to producers in the Mid South.

Researchers with the University of Tennessee
Agricultural Experiment Station and UT Extension
have confirmed that two populations of Palmer
pigweed have survived properly applied applications of
the herbicide glyphosate. The populations exist in
Lauderdale and Crockett counties. Larry Steckel, UT
Extension weed specialist, conducted field trials
involving pigweed. UT weed scientist Tom Mueller,
a professor in the Department of Plant Sciences,
coordinated greenhouse and laboratory studies of the
tolerant populations.

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CAMP CROSSVILLE
Dr. Robert Freeland, retired Superintendent of the

former Plateau Experiment Station – currently the
Plateau Research and Education Center, has completed
a project with the Crossville Exchange Club to provide
recognition for Camp Crossville, the prisoner-of-war
camp that housed German and Italian prisoners during
World War II.  

“Our main objective is to put the POW camp on the
map,” Freeland said.  A dedication ceremony for the
historical marker at the camp was conducted earlier this
year. Freeland realized that a permanent marker would
bring more tourists to the area and hoped that more
American soldiers who worked at the camp and former
POW’s from Italy and Germany would visit the site.  

Camp Crossville opened in November 1942 as one
of the first POW camps operated during World War II
and housed over 1500 German and Italian prisoners. It
closed in December 1945.

After the camp was closed, the facility was
renovated by UT and became the home for the Clyde
M. York 4-H Center.  Many of the original POW
buildings were used for camping purposes during the
early years at the 4-H Center. Over the years, the older
buildings have been replaced with more modern camp
facilities.
